New Equipment at the South Street Park 
 
Although the play equipment in the South Street Park still gives a lot of pleasure to its 
users, it is now beginning to look a little old and tired. I had budgeted to spend some 
money this year on updating some items and was just in the process of obtaining 
quotes, when Cllr Lawrence said that WLDC may have some grant money available 
for projects such as this.  
 
We applied for some money and were successful in obtaining £850 to go towards 
replacing some of the soft fall areas. The best price for the work was given by Newby 
Leisure Ltd, of Humberston and consequently, they removed the old surface from the 
slide and the cradle seat swings and laid a new safer surface. The work was 
completed before the grant deadline and we subsequently received the money.  
 
Since then, we have replaced the roundabout and its surround as the old equipment 
was beginning to fall behind current safety standards.  Newby Leisure Ltd also did 
this work.  It is encouraging to be able to use a local company, who did such a 
professional job in such difficult weather.  
 
We continue to look at the play equipment in the park and will continue with 
replacement as money becomes available.
